This product can only be installed outside zones 1 and 2 when installing in a bathroom.

WARNING: Do not use this heater in small rooms when they are occupied by persons not capable of leaving the room on their
own, only use the device if those individuals are under constant supervision.

To ensure the safety of very small children, install the product so the lowest point is at least 600 mm above the floor.

The heater should only be connected to a power outlet in good condition.

This heater should not be installed directly below a power outlet.

Heating On/Off

Heater Operation Instructions

The heater will beep when first powered on. The heater starts in standby mode and will displaying the WiFi icon
and the current temperature of the room in °C

To start heating, press the power button. On first use you will see the heating icon and the ECO mode icon, this
means the device is in the ECO mode.
The heater has memory function, when turned off/on, it will remember the last working mode.

1. To change heating mode, press the UP and DOWN buttons to cycle through the modes: ECO mode, Comfort
mode and anti-frost mode.

2. To adjust the set temperature of any of the modes, press the setting button, when the digital light flashes then
use the UP and DOWN buttons to adjust the temperature. Temperature range is from 5°C -50°C.

3. To set the timer, press the setting button, when the Timer light flashes use the UP and DOWN buttons to adjust
the time, Timer range is 1 - 24 hours. The digits will flash while setting and then the screen will return to heating
mode. The timer icon on the screen will show that the timer has been set. The heater will heat until the time has
elapsed.

4. To set the child lock, press and hold the UP button. The padlock icon will appear on the screen and the control
panel will be locked, to release, press and hold the up button, the padlock icon will disappear indicating that all
the buttons can be used again.

5. Long pressing the settings button will turn off all the display lights, in the low light mode control the product
through the APP, the product will not make and sound in low light mode. To enable the screen again press any
button.

Note: the temperature cannot be adjusted in anti-frost mode.

Connecting to Mobile or Tablet

Downloading The ECOSO App:

1. Search for the ECOSO APP in the Google Play store or Apple Store.
2. Ensure your smart phone is connected to your home WIFI network.
3. Install the ECOSO APP and follow instruction to register account.

Pairing the Heater:

1. Ensure the heater is switched on, and the WIFl icon is flashing.

2. Open the ECOSO APP and login.

3. Tap the + button in the top right corner of the App and 'Add Device', the App will then search for
nearby devices, once the heater is found select the heater and follow the on screen instructions,
once the heater has added tap 'Done’, the App will then return to the home screen showing the
heater.

4. If the WIFl icon is not flashing, go to standby mode and hold down the power button for three
seconds until the WIFl icon is flashing and follow step 3.




Using The ECOSO App

You can use the app to control multiple devices. The status of your devices is shown on the device
list.
Tap on the the device to enter the device home screen.

You can change the heater's current mode by tapping the mode button ans selecting a mode. You
can adjust the mode’s temperature using the + and - buttons when you're on that mode.

Scheduling your Heating:

You can program your heating by creating a schedule: Settings>Timer>Add, where the heater
switches on or off at the designated times., you can set an unlimited number of events.
Set a time.
Set a function (Switch) On or Off
Choose whether you want it to repeat (Repeat)
Make sure you confirm your settings at every stage and press save to keep
the event
5. Add further schedules by tapping 'Add Schedule' at the bottom of the
screen, unlimited schedules can be set.
6. Once all schedules have been set they will show in the timer screen,
settings>timer.

Each event will appear in your schedule. You can activate and de-activate events using the toggle.

The heater will beep when it begins a new heating event. The heater will heat at whatever mode it
was last set to: you cannot schedule mode changes. Note, if you change the heater's setting during an
event, i.e. turning it on when it is scheduled to be off - the heater will remain as it is until the next
scheduled event.

Countdown:;

To set the countdown timer, tap countdown, you can select from 1 to 24 hours, the heater will revert
back to the selected mode once the time has elapsed.

Set Temperature:

Tap the + - to turn the heater temperature up/down

Settings:

Child lock, sleep mode and timer.

Me Tab:

The Me tab gives you the option to edit both your details, and use the added features of the unit.

Home Management:

Home Management proves options for managing your ECOSO account, giving options such as
creating a home, adding and removing rooms, and sharing devices with family.
