Remove the ground spike from the main
body of the post lamp

Feed the mains cable up through the ground at
your chosen fixing location ,feed it through the
centre of the ground spike and connect as
shown.

Connect the BROWN wire to the terminal
block marked “L” (Live wire).

Connect the BLUE wire to the terminal block
marked “N"” (Neutral wire).

Connect the YELLOW/GREEN wire to the ter-
minal block marked E (Earth wire)
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Push the ground spike back into the body of
the post.

Offer the post to the ground and fix in
place with the supplied screws.

Unscrew the upper section of the
post, screw in the lightbulb and re-
attach the upper section.
